A group of refugees from Epidaurum (today’'s Cavt
city was under the protection of tBgzantine Empire through the 12th century. From 12858, Dubrovnik fell
under the sovereignty of Venice. Dubrovnik ruled itself as a free province between the 14th century and 18
the Republic of Dubrovnik.
